He/she must have retired as Assistant Director(OL) or equivalent
from Central Government office or Retired Senior Translation
Officer from any Ministry /Department of Central Government
with five years' experience

Experience

He/she should be a Retired employee of Central Government
having considerable experience of translation work. He /She has
excellent command on both English & Hindi Languages as well
as adequate experience of conducting workshops / conference /
symposia etc.

He/she should have good communication and interpretation
skills. Excellent Knowledge of Computer working (words and
excel) is required.

Period of Contract

The tenure of contract is initially for one year. After the expiry of
initial term, engagement may be extended, based on requirement
and performance of the consultant with the concurrence of IFD
and approval of the competent authority. The decision of the
department (CCO) shall be final in this regard.

The engagement of the consultant shall not be extended beyond
S years after superannuation or beyond 65 years of age whichever
is earlier.

Remuneration

On selection, the consultant will be paid consolidated
remuneration arrived at by deducting the basic pension at the
time of his retirement from the last pay drawn. No Allowances of
any kind would be admissible except TA which should not exceed
the rate admissible at the time of retirement.

There will be no annual increment/percentage increase during

the contract period.

Other Terms of
Engagement

i.  The Consultant will not be entitled for any kind of separate
monthly allowances including Dearness allowances,

House Rent Allowance etc. However, in case, he/she is
required to travel outside posting place in the context of

the work/assignment, the Coal Controller Office shall
reimburse the actual cost of travel and daily allowance as
per Rules/regulations of the Central Government
admissible as per entitlement at the time of retirement.
The Consultant will not be eligible for any other facilities
such as residences, telephone, residential
accommodation, CGHS and Medical reimbursement,
personal support staff, etc.

The Consultant shall be eligible for paid leave of absence
at the rate of 1.5 days for each completed month of
engagement calculated on pro rata basis. Therefore, the
Consultant shall not draw any remuneration for the
absence in case of absence beyond admissible leave in a
year (Calculated on a prorate basis). Also, accumulation
of leave beyond a calendar year shall not be allowed.

The Consultant will be required to discharge the duties as
assigned to him/her by the department.

The Income Tax or any other tax liable to be deducted as
per the prevailing rules will be deducted at source before
effecting the payment for which the Coal Controller Office
willissue TDS Certificate (s).

The Consultant shall in no case, work for or represent in
court or before any other authority tribunal etc. or give
opinionfadvice to any person other than Department in
any matter during the period of his/her engagement with
CCO. Further in no case the Consultant shall act or
conduct anything with regard to any person or render any
advice to CCOQ.

The contract of Consultant may be terminated, after
giving one month notice in following situations:

If Consultant is unable to do the assigned work.

Quality of the assigned work is not to the satisfaction of
the Department.

If the Consultant is absent from duty without due
authorization.

If the Department, elects not to renew the contract of the
Consultant at the end of period.

CCO reserves the rights to terminate the contract without
giving any explanation or whatsoever with immediate
effect without any remuneration or notice period on the
ground of proven misconduct.

The Consultant is required to give 30 days notice to the
Department (CCO) in case he/she opts to quit the
assignment.

Jurisdiction for legal disputes, if any arising during the
period of the contract, will be in Delhi courts only.
